· It was noted that the rear of the shop is untidy and needs clearing up by the tenant
c. Nature Reserve / Footpaths – Notice Board updated re what to look out for in Jan/Feb/Mar.  Bush wood from 2014 finally burnt.  Apple trees need to be pruned in early March
d. Play Area has been inspected and no issues to report
e. SWDP  - Three new six-week consultations on planning documents supporting the South Worcestershire Development Plan (SWDP) will open on 16 February 2015. The funding of new infrastructure and guidance on where and how affordable housing is built, will all come under the spotlight. Residents, developers, Town and Parish Councils, and other interested parties can make their views known at www.swdevelopmentplan.org. The consultations conclude at 9.00am on 30 March 2015.

Details of the three consultations are:-
1.Community Infrastructure Levy Revised Preliminary Draft Charging Schedule - a levy on developers gaining planning permission for large scale developments

2.Draft Developer Contributions Supplementary Planning Document - guidance on contributions from developers towards local infrastructure

Affordable Housing Supplementary Planning Document - guidance on the nature of affordable housing requirements within new housing developments.

g. It is believed that the Lengthsman will be retiring at the end of March 2015.

h. Throckmorton Airfield use, Cllr Tucker & Cheetham to attend a meeting on the 17th or 18th March at 10am along with CC Liz Tucker.
i. Vehicle Activated Sign – Clerk met with Wyre Piddle & Pinvin to discuss the VAS, it was agreed that any damage to the sign would be split 3 ways up to the value of £200.00.  If the sign was a right off the responsible PC at the time would claim from insurance.  

Sign has now been moved from Broad Lane to Main Street by Nick Winter. According to the monitor over 1000 exceeded the 30mph limit in a 2 week period
