3. Minutes:
i.  To consider the approval of the amended minutes of the Parish Council meeting on the 1st

It was agreed that the amended minutes of the Parish Council meeting of the 1st October 2020
were a true and accurate record.

4. District and County Councillors reports: Clir Tucker reported that Highways had deemed the hedge on the
corner of Back Way as a visibility issue. They would write to the resident and request that it be cut back.
However, there were concerns as to whether or not the homeowner would comply. Cllr Stone was looking
into a local solution. On planning matters, the planning officer was in the process of writing a report on
Duffledown Farm.

HGV: There was no update on the HGV at Hill and Moor Meadows. Clir Jeanes had sent a photo.

Clirs Tucker, Betteridge and P. Jeanes had attended the meeting about the proposals at Throckmorton
Airfield. It was the first of a series of regular meetings with local communities.

5. Parish Councillors reports:
e ClIr Stone reported that the streetlight at the entrance to the car park wasn’t working.

e CllIr P. Jeanes reported that the ditch by the main road was causing problems again. There was sufficient

water for tests to be carried out. Clir Tucker would report this.

e ClIr P. Jeanes reported that the light on the village green had been done. The wooden posts would be
done shortly. More posts might need to be bought.

e Cllr Saunders had procured some mole traps.
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6. Progress reports

a) Review of actions from previous meeting: The action points were reviewed.

b) Playing Field and mowing: The mower needed servicing; Clir P. Jeanes would organise this.

c) Play area: Clir P. Jeanes reported that some of the wooden posts were beginning to degrade and
would need replacing at some point.

d) Flood/ Drainage: There had been more damage to the ditch at Boggs Lane; the dustcart had crushed it
this time. There was no demarcation where the edge of the ditch met the road. The handyman would
attempt to dig it out again. Cllr P. Jeanes would take photos to be forwarded to the county council to
see if the edge could be made more visible.

f)  Village Hall and Events Group (VHEG): ClIr Stone reported that one curtain in the Village Hall had got
damaged. She also reported that a socially distanced litter pick had taken place and 6 bags of rubbish
had been collected, covering half of the village. Another litter pick would be arranged in due course.
