Veolia Planning Application 13/000027/CM — Western Quarry, Sandy Lane,
Stoneybridge - The Clerk was asked to voice the Parish Council’'s concerns about the
potential damage to the aquifer, increased volume of traffic, noise and smell pollution
and that this application is in the Green Belt.

Chennai Restaurant - Clir Rea reported in accordance with the planning permission that
the extension shall not be brought into use until areas for the parking of 23 vehicles and
2 disabled persons have been laid out in accordance with a scheme to be submitted to
and approved in writing by the LPA. It was noted that trees are being cut down in a field
down from the Restaurant.
