Adjournment for public question time

The member of the public that was present took this opportunity to speak to Members regarding a question
he had sent to the Clerk and Chairman for consideration at the upcoming Full Parish Council. The minutes of
the previous planning meeting (15/11-10) reflected the fact that his question had been shown to Members
in order to establish a means of responding and as a catalyst for the creation of a sub committee to look
specifically at the Neighbourhood Plan. The Member of the public requested that the minutes of the meeting
be amended due to concerns over the process that had been followed with regards to his question including
the Terms of Reference of the Planning Committee not allowing discussion of his question. It was explained
that the Planning Committee would be considering/have a wider remit in the near future and that the
wording of the Terms of Reference did allow more extensive considerations within the committee. The
Member of the public apologised for causing confusion by emailing his question and was happy for the fact
the conversation had taken place to be minuted, rather than an amendment of the previous minutes.

However, it was suggested by the Officer contacted at BDC that as the
signs are not illuminated and do not move, they would probably get planning permission and therefore the
Officer would probably not pursue it. Members felt a more prudent question was who the land belonged to
and suggested that Cllr S Webb be contacted to assist with finding out further information regarding the
situation.
